The "Voters FIRST Act" (Proposition 11) reforms the redistricting process and establishes an independent 14-member
Citizens Redistricting Commission to draw the new district boundaries for the state Legislature and the Board of Equalization
beginning with the 2010 census. The "Voters FIRST Act for Congress" (Proposition 20) adds congressional districts (as a
fourth map) to be drawn by the Commission.

Provisions:

1. The Director of Finance may authorize a loan
from the General Fund, in an amount not to ex-
ceed the level of reimbursements appropriated
in Schedule (3) to the Treasurer’s office, provid-
ed that:

(a) The loan is to meet cash needs resulting
from a delay in receipt of reimbursements.

(b) The loan is short term, and shall be repaid
within two months.

(c) Interest charges may be waived pursuant to
subdivision (e) of Section 16314 of the
Government Code.

(d) The Director of Finance shall not approve
the loan unless the approval is made in
writing and filed with the Chairperson of
the Joint Legislative Budget Committee and
the chairpersons of the committees in each
house of the Legislature that consider appro-
priations not later than 30 days prior to the
effective date of the approval, or not sooner
than whatever lesser time the chairperson of
the joint committee, or his or her designee,
may determine.

(e) At the end of the two-month term of the
loan, the Treasurer’s office shall notify the
Chairperson of the Joint Legislative Budget
Committee whether the Treasurer’s office
