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L. Attached are true and correct copies of the following
documents from the Office of the Secretary of State obtained by Publicl
Records Act request:

(A) Exhibit “A”, pages 1-2, is a summary entitled
“Qualified Initiative and Referendum Measures 2005-2010,” which
identifies by Secretary of State File Number and Proposition Number forty
eight (48) Initiatives and Referendum Measures for which the proponents
presented petition signatures to the Secretary of State and county election
officials between 2005 and 2010; Whether the Measures qualified by
Random Sample (pursuant to Elections Code § 9030) or by full count
(pursuant to Elections Code § 9031); and the date of the election on which
the Measure appeared or will appear.

(B)  Exhibit “B”, pages 3-82, are Certificates of
Qualification and/or Random Sample/Full Count Spreadsheets for each of

the Measures listed on the summary document referenced Exhibit A above

Random Sample count and/or the Full Count of petition signatures for these
Measures. At the bottom of each of the Spreadsheets are found: (1) the
“raw count” of the total number of signatures submitted; (2) the random
sample or full count totals; (3) the “Valid or Projected Valid (the latter if a
random sample was sufficient to determine the measure had sufﬁcienf
signatures to qualify); and (4) the signature Validity Percentage.

2. At the bottom of Exhibit A, the Secretary of State’s
Summary, there is a notation that “Once an initiative/referendum reaches
the threshold for qualification, counties are allowed to stop verification and
are no longer required to report valid signatures; therefore, the number of
valid signatures may have been higher” than identified in the spreadsheets’

totals. Inote that the percentage validity rates for such measures similarly



may have been higher than the validity percentage stated in the spreadsheet
for each measure for the same reason.

3. On information and belief, all of the 49 mitiative and
referendum measures for which the proponents submitted signatures for
official verification qualified for the ballot. While other measures were
given titles and summaries for circulation during the 2005-2010 period, the
proponents either failed to circulate them or failed to obtain a sufficient
number of raw signatures to warrant the proponents submitting them for
signature verification. A proponent will not submit signatures for
verification of a measure if it failed to obtain at least 100% of the raw
signatures required to qualify, since the Secretary of State would disqualify
the measure upon receipt of a raw count total that was insufficient on its
face, and would not order the county election officials to conduct signature
verifications, because it would be futile to do so.

4. Further, Exhibit “C”, pages 83-84, is a spreadsheet prepared
by me that identifies all the 48 measures listed on the Secretary of State’s
Summary, Exhibit “A,” for which I computed the percentage that the “raw
signature” total for each measure bore to the number of valid signatures to
qualify the measure. The former number is identified as the “raw count
total” and the number of valid signatures required to qualify is represented
by the 100% figure in the RANGE category located near the bottom of the
fifth column of each spreadsheet. The RANGE notifies the public of three
percentages:

(1) a 110% number which if the measures’ valid or projected valid

number exceeds would qualify the measure without need for a “full

count” of all signatures;

(2) a 100% number which represents the number the measure is

required to obtain to qualify for the ballot. This number is based on

the required constitutional percentage for qualified signatures which



depends upon whether the measure is a constitutional or statutory

initiative or a referendum and the base vote (at the preceding

gubernatorial election) on which the percentage is calculated; and,
(3) a 95% number below which the Secretary of State will not be
required to order counties to conduct a full count of signatures
because it is statistically unlikely to obtain 100% of the signatures
necessary to qualify.

5. In the calculation of the percentage for each measure
submitted for signature verification between 2005 and 2010, all of the
measures obtained raw signatures that constitute between 127.7% and
195% of the total number of signatures each measure needed to qualify at
the 100% level indicated in the RANGE on each spreadsheet. 1 calculated
the percentage that the signature “raw count” for Referendum #1499 bears
to the 100% qualification number (504,760 valid signatures), and that

percentage exceeds 140%. Thus, like all of the other 48 measures that

qualified between an , Referendum #1499 contains at least
140%, and this indicates it is likely to qualify.
6. I compared the last column of each spreadsheet which

represents the signature validity percentage, subject to the caveat expressed
in paragraph 3 above that the validity percentages of many of these 48
measures are likely to be greater where the measure reached the 100%
validity number indicating it qualified for the ballot before the random
sample count or the full count were completed. Only two of the 48
measures attained less than a 70% signature validity rate (#1238 and
#1248). Since 2008, only two of the 23 measures which had signature
verifications attained less than 71%. The average signature validity rate of
all measures submitted and verified from 2005 to 2010 was 74.8%.

7. Referendum #1499 at 711,000 raw signatures would have to

attain less than 71% signature validity to fail qualification.



8. Of the three measures that required a full count verification
(#1182 — Prop 9 (2006); # 1271 -- Prop 3 (2008) and #1394 -- which will
appear on the June 2012 ballot), two of the three attained a greater
percentage validity rate at the full count than the percentage validity rate
they obtained at the random sample count. Measure #1182 obtained 76.0%
validity at the full count and 70.6% at the random sample count. Measure
#1271 obtained 70.8% validity at the full count and 69.3% validity at the
random sample count. Only Measure #1394 obtained a lesser percentage
(74.4% at the full count) than the 75.6% validity at the random sample
count.

9. Based upon these calculations and observations, Referendum
#1499 is likely to qualify. It may well require a full count to qualify;

_ however, its random sample percentage should determine whether it will
qualify for the ballot at the full count. Based upon the historic record that

(A) on information and belief, since 2005, all 48 measures whose petitions

(B) all 48 measures whose raw count signatures exceeded 140% of the total
required to qualify, and (C) since 2008, all the submitted measures attained
at least 70.1% signature validity rates, Measure #1499 is likely to qualify
for the 2012 ballot. |

10.  The Secretary of State has determined that January 10, 2012
. 1s the deadline for counties to complete the random sample count of
signatures for Referendum #1499.
