I understand that you are considering redistricting our respective area. If you do so, please 
include the Antelope Valley as its own district. The Antelope Valley or high desert as we 
know it, is its own community that crosses county lines. There should be one Assembly 
District covering the Antelope Valley/East Kern area of the High Desert, bounded by the 
Tehachapi Mountains and the San Gabriel Mountains that includes Palmdale, Lancaster, 
Rosamond, Mojave, Boron and California City. 
There should be another Assembly District covering the Victor Valley portion of the High 
Desert that includes all of northern San Bernardino County including Victorville, Hesperia, 
Adelanto, Apple Valley and Barstow since we have more in common with these areas.
