Thank you for your work on re-aligning our communi es into districts that are more connected
and community oriented.  As a resident of Chino, and one with a deep connec on to the San
Gabriel Mountains, I would ask that you consider one change.  I am asking for redistric ng to place
federal public lands in the San Gabriel Mountains in the same Congressional districts as
communi es to their south.  For as long as i can rememeber, the San Gabriel Moun ans have been
a repite for me from the crowded, busy life of Southern California.  Many of my friends in
neighboring ci es, including Ontario and Rancho Cucamonga, hike and do restora on work in these
mountains. 
 
It does not make snese to me for one li le sec on of the San Gabriel Mountains to be in the same
Congressional district as Mono and Inyo Coun es rather than the same district as Rancho
Cucamonga and other ci es in the proposed Ontario district - all with similar geographic, economic
and recrea onal connec ons to these mountains.  Linking this sec on of the San Gabriels within
the Ontario district makes management - and community - sense. Simply extend the proposed
Ontario Congressional District north from Rancho Cucamonga to include that sec on of the San
Gabriel Mountains that fall within the San Bernardino Na onal Forest. The boundaries would then
be the LA County line on the west, the na onal forest boundary on the north and I-15 on the west.
 
Please put the San Gabriel Mountains north of Rancho Cucmonga in the same Congressional
District as the communi es (Including Rancho Cucamonga) direclty connected,to these
mountains.
