Dear Members of the CiƟzens RedistricƟng Commission:

 

On behalf of the Southwest Center for Asian Pacific American Law (SCAPAL), the lead oranizaƟon
for CAPAFR-San Diego, and the Asian Pacific American Legal Center (APALC), the anchor
organizaƟon for the statewide CAPAFR network, we write to offer a couple of mapping suggesƟons
for senate districts in San Diego County.  We offer these suggesƟons, set forth at the boƩom of this
email, aŌer reviewing the Commission’s latest senate visualizaƟon and observing your business
meeƟng today.

We note that the June 28 unity plan submiƩed by CAPAFR, MALDEF and AARC contained district
configuraƟons for San Diego County senate districts that were predicated on the drawing of a
potenƟal SecƟon 2 district encompassing southern San Diego, Imperial County, and a porƟon of
Coachella Valley, with a LaƟno CVAP of 50.64% (Unity District ISAND in the unity senate plan).  We
further note that the Commission’s visualizaƟon does not draw such a district configuraƟon, and
the mapping suggesƟons we offer in this email should not be construed in any way to represent
our agreement or concurrence that the Commission’s decision not to draw such a district is
appropriate.

 

We also note that the district configuraƟons proposed in the unity senate plan, specifically Unity
Senate District CSAND, represent our view of how the geographical integrity of Asian American and
Pacific Islander (AAPI) communiƟes of interest in San Diego County can properly be respected.  The
Commission’s latest senate visualizaƟon for San Diego County differs dramaƟcally from this view.

 

It is clear that the framework the Commission has decided upon for San Diego County, which we
consider less than ideal, is incompaƟble with the framework embodied in the unity map.  And so
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the mapping suggesƟons we offer are intended to provide the Commission and its line-drawers
with a basic idea for how, working within this less than ideal framework, it can minimize damage to
AAPI communiƟes of interest residing in urbanized areas caused by the submergence of those
communiƟes of interest in rural-dominated districts.

*  We note that Poway is also part of the AAPI of interest comprised of these areas, and should be
moved into CSAND if possible

 

With addiƟonal Ɵme next week, we may offer refinements to these suggesƟons, which we offer
just as a starƟng point for how to alleviate the problems we believe the Commission’s visualizaƟon
presents for AAPI communiƟes of interest in San Diego County.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide these mapping suggesƟons and we look forward to
seeing the Commission's next set of visualizaƟons.
