Honorable Ladies and Gentlemen of the California Citizens' Redistricting Commission:

Thank you for your service to the citizens of California.

We are members of the Board of Governors of the Tustin Unified School District in Orange 
County, one of us having served for the past fifteen years, the other for nine.  The lines 
you are drawing are significant to school districts.

Representation at the state and federal levels is very important to local school districts 
because so much of local governance depends on state decisions, and to a lesser but still 
significant effect, on federal decisions.   The more unified a district's representation, 
the stronger its voice, and therefore the better.

For these reasons, we support those maps which generally unify our school district, which 
encompasses the City of Tustin, a significant part of the City of Irvine, a large 
unincorporated area called North Tustin (Zip Code 92705) and a smaller portion of the City 
of Santa Ana.  Of the communities that border Tustin,  Irvine is the most significant 
because the schools we have most recently constructed and opened, including our third high 
school, two elementary and a K-8 school are in Irvine, and it is the fastest growing 
portion of our school district.  Over the next decade, the City of Irvine will be an 
important partner.

It appears that the proposed maps accomplish this, for this we thank you, and ask you to 
continue to support the combining of Tustin and North Tustin with Irvine as you move 
forward.
