East Ventura County was linked to Malibu, Pacific Palisades and along the 101 corridor in
the Valley. This goes against the public testimony you have received and the direction you
have given. It is important to connect East Ventura County with Santa Clarita.

Instead of East Ventura County with Malibu or Ventura Blvd. in the Valley, you should draw
the Santa Clarita area with East Ventura County.

Keeping Thousand Oaks, Moorpark and Simi Valley connected to Santa Clarita in a Senate
seat will keep inland valleys together and better represented.
