Fallacious to assert Voting Rights Act protection in the Absence of Violations or Factual
Findings
 
The California of the last five decades has been very welcoming to the many diverse
populations from Asian and the Pacific. I delight in their presence.  It was not always so.
There are some ugly chapters from the 19th century and the disgraceful interment of
American citizens during World War II.  The peoples of Southeast Asia settled throughout the
States and California in the 1970’s.  They have progressed beautifully.
 
Additionally, I am grateful for Lau v. Nichols for clarifying the Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964.  That expanded the rights of all Californians, old and recent.
 
But it is fallacious to assert Voting Rights Act protection in the absence of violations or factual
findings.  To paraphrase a CRC Commissioner making two wrongs to make a one “right” is
not palpable.  There have been egregious violations of the Voting Rights Act against
non-favored elements of society by those in power.  Asian Americans have not been
non-favored.
 
March Fong Eu was a trailblazer.   Elected Secretary of State in 1974 and re-elected four
times (1978, 1982, 1986 and 1990) March Fong Eu was a fixture in California politics.  I like
millions of Californians voted for her several times because she was simply the best
qualified.
 
March Fong Eu’s goodwill was so intense that her Republican son Matthew Kipling Fong
 was elected State Treasurer in 1994.  May this former Pasadena resident rest in peace (he
died on June 1, 2011). 
 
John Chiang the current State Controller was elected 2006 and re-elected in 2010. 
Previously he had been a member of the Board of Equalization from district four:  the Los
Angeles area where he was elected in 1998 and 2002. 
 
Betty T. Yee is a member of the Board of Equalization from district 1; a coastal district
spanning 2/3 of California and San Francisco.  Elected in 2006 and won re-election in 2010.

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Michelle Eunjoo Park Steel is a Republican member of the Board of Equalization from district
3, Orange County and San Diego to the California interior.  As such, three of the five
members of the Board of Equalization are of Asian descent.  They were elected by the voters
of California, Controller Chiang statewide, Yee and Steel in super large districts.
 
Five of the fourteen CRC Commissioners are likewise Americans of Asian descent.  All the
CRC Commissioners are charged with the delicate task of drawing equitable districts for the
State Assembly, State Senate and for California’s delegation to the House of
Representative.  They must avoid the appearance of favoritism.
 
The above persons are cited not to remark on some exceptional individuals who have
succeeded, but to point out that at the state level there is no animosity towards Americans of
Asian descent.  Californians are a wonderful and generous people.  Californians of Asian
descent are a small percentage, yet the above mentioned were able to convince their fellow
citizens to form a majority to win their elections.  Bravo! 
 
That being said, relevant case law does not support the Gingles preconditions  at the state
level.  Do Californians of Asian descent vote as a bloc?  Maybe.  Are they geographically
compact?  In some areas they are only 10 miles apart.  Should the span of a mere 10 miles
be traversed to bridge them even if it means trampling ten of thousands of others in the way?
Probably not.  Recall two wrongs do not make a “right.”
