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The maps are out, as of July 27 and 28, and there is a 14 day comment period.

Congressional maps - Westchester/Playa Vista and most of Playa del Rey map #43
Beach ciƟes, including Playa del Rey WEST OF PERSHING and includes BALLONA WETLANDS
- map #33 

Senate maps - Westchester to the 405, Playa del Rey and Playa Vista with the Beach CiƟes
- map #26

Assembly maps -  Westchester, Playa del Rey, Playa Vista with El Segundo, Inglewood,
Hawthorne, Lawndale and a bit east- map #62

The boƩon line is that we are not in the Congressional District with the Beach CiƟes.  The
new Congressional District is very similar to the current one (ie with Maxine Waters and
ciƟes to the east of the 405 freeway).  It separates out a porƟon of Playa del Rey from the
rest of the area and puts Westchester, Playa Vista and most of Playa del Rey in with ciƟes to
the east of the 405.  These maps are sƟll in DRAFT form so it is me to flood them with
emails now.  

I wil send out a form leƩer soon to make it easy, or you can take a couple of minute to exert
your frustraƟon on the keyboard to tell them again, that we want our community to be
TOGETHER in one Congressional District and that our communiƟes of interest are with the
South Bay/coastal ciƟes.  
Our communi es of interest with the South Bay are many.  The transportaƟon issues, the
coastal and environmental issues, quality of our homes, our desire for educaƟon, our
educaƟonal levels and professions are similar, our income levels, our general lifestyle and
culture, our shopping and dining centers.  I know that a small part of Westchester is east of
the 405 but, the 405 freeway is really a demarcaƟon and community interests begin to fall
off rapidly as you move east and past the 405 freeway.  Our west and northern boundaries
are significant geological boundaries with the Pacific Ocean to the west and the Ballona
Creek to the north.  Inglewood claims they have COI with the Airport.  I contend that they
have COI with FLYING AIRPLANES.  The Airport issues they have are flight path issues.
 Westchester/Playa has issues with historic and potenƟal footprint expansion that threaten
homes and our business community.  We have Airport runway noise from jet engines and
take offs.  We do not have flyover noise like Inglewood.  Our issues are similar to those of El
Segundo, not Inglewood.  (links at the boƩom to demographic informaƟon)

I am the president of the Neighborhood Council of Westchester Playa, that includes Westchester,
Playa del Rey and Playa Vista.  Our community has communi es of interest with the South Bay,
and they are many: transportaƟon issues, coastal and environmental issues, quality of our homes,
our desire for educaƟon, our educaƟonal levels and professions are similar, our income levels, our
general lifestyle and culture, our shopping and dining centers.  

A small part of Westchester is east of the 405 but, the 405 freeway is really a line of demarcaƟon
and community interests begin to fall off rapidly as you move east and past the 405 freeway.  Our
west and northern boundaries are significant geological boundaries with the Pacific Ocean to the
west and the Ballona Creek to the north.

Inglewood claims they have COI with the Airport.  I contend that they have COI with FLYING
AIRPLANES.  The Airport issues they have are flight path issues.  Westchester/Playa has issues with
historic and potenƟal footprint expansion that threatens homes and our business community.  We
have Airport runway noise from jet engines and take offs.

The current draŌ for the South Bay looks too much like the exisƟng congressional map and the
people of Westchester Playa do not feel that they are fairly represented in that district. The new
map falls painfully short of your goal of fair representaƟon for all.  

I do not envy the task that you have and understand that you cannot inƟmately know every
community.  So I ask you to listen to the voices from this community who are pleading that you
align Westchester Playa TOGETHER and WITH THE BEACH CITIES.
