3. Do not include Simi Valley with Ventura.

4. East LA/Downtown LA. Poorer communities of ELA should
not be with Beverly Hills

5. Keep Siskiyou county whole and in the East Congressional
District.

6. Put El Norte County with Eastern district because it is more
rural and agricultural than coastal.

7. Put all of Sonoma County in the Coastal. The city of Santa
Rosa is the county seat and belongs with the rest of Sonoma.

8. Sonoma county should be in Congressional district with coast
and Napa wine region rather than the inland agricultural region.
9. Southbay cities of Torrance, Gardena Hawthorne and
Lawndale should be together

10. Studio City should be with Sherman Oaks not Santa Clarita.
11. Moorpark has no road connecting to Santa Clarita and should
be with Ventura

12. KEEP: I-80 corridor with Davis, Vallejo to Sacramento.

13. American Canyon with Napa in Congressional.

14. East Inland Empire does not belong with Morongo Valley
and High Desert. Should be with Redlands and Loma Linda.

Maintain Tri-Cities (Fremont, Union City, Newark), and keep
them firmly anchored in Alameda County.
